	Camera Angle
	From what angle (point of view) did the cameraperson take the photo (e.g., high-angle, low-angle, oblique-angle)?


	
	How far away was the photographer (e.g., long shot, close-up)?


	Background
	What is in the background of the photograph? Is the background in focus?


	
	What will happen immediately after the moment this picture was taken?



	Foreground
	What is in the foreground of the photograph? Is the foreground in focus?


	
	What happened immediately before the moment the picture was taken?


	Lighting
	Where is the source of light in the photograph in relation to the subject (e.g., is the photo frontlit, backlit)?


	
	Is the lighting harsh and strong, or soft and weak?


	Contrast
	Is there strong contrast between areas or elements in the photograph?
